No matter whether
you call your own sacred place a temple, a church, a mosque, a cathedral, your home or even the top of a mountain, I believe that
seeking for and finding your own places where you can feel peace is a noble pursuit. For me, this tune is one of my favorites that I feel
captures the peaceful feelings I have only found in holy or sacred places. No matter what you might consider your own holy or sacred
place, I hope this tune is one that helps bring a peaceful, calm spirit.
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
